Strengths:  

Really good energy and enthusiasm—for both the students and the music.  
Good eye contact.  Your comments and instructions indicate that you are carefully observing the students, both with your ears and your eyes, and using what you observe to inform your teaching.  

You are providing a good mix of positive and “needs improvement” comments.  Work to be consistently concise.    
You provided some really good reminders of pedagogical basics at the beginning of the rehearsal, but you were not consistent in requiring characteristic posture and carriage throughout the rehearsal.  You were very specific about dynamic contrast and general quality of sound (mostly attacks)—good—but don’t neglect more basic concepts as you work on more advanced concepts.  
It is important to individualize as much as possible and you are doing some really good individual work.  Remember that individualizing or giving 5-10 second private lessons while keeping the rest of the students engaged and playing, if possible, is incredibly beneficial.

Your classroom management is really good.  It was good that you incorporated purposeful movement around the room, proximity is important for observation, individualization, and classroom management. 
Good interactions with students.  It is obvious that you are developing a rapport with these students.  

Areas Needing Improvement:  

Don’t neglect modeling, either vocal or with your trumpet or any instrument with which you are comfortable.  You did some vocal modeling but it was minimal.  
Remember that it is always best if you talk less and they play more.  
You chose to sit at various points in the rehearsal.  It was good that you didn’t sit when you conducted.  Remember that if you are not going to sit when you conduct in a concert, then you should not sit when you rehearse.  Most people are more dynamic and engaged if they are working from a standing position and not sitting. 
Your conducting is clear and expressive—good—but you are not employing standard techniques, such as using a baton, fingers together, etc.  If you are going to use a baton at the concert, then you should use it when you rehearse, especially during the run-throughs before a concert where you are asking the students to perform just like they will in performance.
